The Mayor called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. and asked for any errors or omissions to the Minutes of Meeting #301 of Tuesday, March 28th, 2006.  It was noted that on page 5, IT switch, “gibe” should be “give”.

BUSINESS ARISING OUT OF THE MINUTES


Deputy Mayor Sullivan suggested that the art procurement decision be discussed at the next Committee of the Whole meeting.


It was agreed that the recommendations of the Centennial Celebrations Committee would be discussed at the next Committee of the Whole meeting.

DISBURSEMENT REPORT


Councillor King presented the disbursement report in the amount of $368,398.75.


It was noted that Councillor Courtney declared himself in conflict of interest with the bills for payment and excused himself from the meeting at this time.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Economic Development and Tourism


The following report was presented by Councillor Courtney.

EXCITE Database Report – Joe Piercey


Mr. Piercey demonstrated the various options for the IT database and went through the list of skill sets.  The database currently holds 345 resumes and Mr. Piercey will continue to build on it through contacts with the colleges and university and advertising.

Bell Group Report


Mr. Stanley Singh, Executive Director of the EXCITE Corporation presented a detailed report (attached) on the March 3-4 trip to Newfoundland by two (2) representatives of the Bell Group.  Due to inclement weather, they were unable to visit Grand Falls-Windsor and Bishop’s Falls, but Mr. Singh was able to have all the scheduled presentations take place in St. John’s.  They will be visiting Grand Falls-Windsor from May 3-5 as a follow up to this initial visit.  A final budget was also presented at this time.

Economic Development Officer’s Report

High Street Parking – The Economic Development Officer chaired a meeting with businesses on High Street on March 27th to discuss the issues concerning staff parking on High Street during business hours, as well as any other parking related concerns that the businesses may have.  It was attended by nine (9) business owners\managers as well as Councillor Finn and Town Manager\Clerk M. Pinsent.  The Economic Development Officer has distributed the Minutes of the Meeting to all businesses on High Street, along with suggestions for staff parking and a memorandum asking businesses to remind their staff to park behind their buildings to allow consumers to access adequate parking during business hours, Monday to Friday.  The Economic Development and Tourism Committee will also recommend that Council investigate usage of the former Sobey’s lot for special events such as hockey games and encouraging drivers to use this area first, so as to again not take up spaces available for customers of retail businesses in the evenings.

Staff Retreat – The Committee reviewed the staff\Council retreat held at Max Simms Camp on March 31-April 1.  Everyone was pleased with the results of the sessions and work will continue on all initiatives.  A draft report from the facilitator has been received and will be reviewed by Council and Senior Staff.

Updates

EVTA – The 2006\07 Executive was elected at their AGM held last week.  The Economic Development Office has been re-elected as a Director.  A letter of congratulations will be sent out to President Ed Evans and his new Executive.

Others

Breakfast Meetings – The Economic Development Officer held an informal breakfast meeting this morning (April 10) with three (3) business leaders.  The purpose of the meeting was to up-date these individuals on progress within the Department and to gather feedback from our community leaders.  Similar breakfast meetings will continue with other business leaders over the next few months.

Communications Strategy – The Committee discussed several options and the Economic Development Officer and Town Manager\Clerk will develop a strategy based on feedback from the staff retreat.

Committee of the Whole


The following report was presented by Deputy Mayor Sullivan.

YMCA


The Deputy Mayor welcomed Lou Alteen and Richard McNeil of the YMCA to the meeting.  Mr. Alteen reviewed the personnel issues at the YMCA over the past few months which has culminated in the change in management.  There will be an interim manager in place from YMCA Canada until a job search for a new CEO is chosen.  Mr. McNeil reviewed the financial budget for 2006.  Financially, the YMCA is in good shape with the help of the Town’s operating grant and the goal is self-sufficiency.

Capital Schedule


It was agreed that the Committee would discuss capital and make recommendations to the next Committee of the Whole on April 25th, 2006.

Town Plan Schedule


The Director of Engineering outlined the procedure to have the Town Plan adopted.  It was agreed that expression of interest for “Commissioner” for the Public Hearing would be invited by way of advertising.  It was also agreed to have a presentation of the Town Plan at the next Committee of the Whole and have a schedule in place at that time.

Trans Canada Highway – Landfill


Clean-up will begin Tuesday after May 24th week-end for a two (2) week schedule.  It was agreed that the landfill will be open two (2) weeks prior starting on May 8th, 2006.

FCM Attendance


There was consensus that each Councillor would get one (1) opportunity to attend the FCM Conference as per existing Council Policy.

Chamber Furniture 


It was agreed that staff would investigate the cost and design of new furniture for the Council Chambers,

There was consensus that if a Councillor could not attend the FCM Conference for reasons beyond their control, they would be given an opportunity to attend in a future year.

Parks, Recreation and Special Events


The following report was presented by Councillor King.

Stadiums Update and Quarterly Report


The Director informed the Committee that the Windsor Stadium had closed for the winter season on April 9, 2006 and the Joe Byrne Memorial Stadium will close for the winter season on April 23, 2006.  The Windsor Stadium was open for an extra week to accommodate the Provincial Female Hockey Tournament.


The Committee reviewed the January, February and March 2006 Stadium Monthly Reports.  All event revenue and attendance, ice and other event revenues and hours rented and utilization were on target with the projected amounts.

First Time Skaters Program Report


The Committee discussed the 2005\06 Exploits Valley Minor Hockey Association and the Sparkling Blades Figure Skating Club First Time Skaters Free Registration Program.  The Program was again very successful with a total of 66 skaters receiving a total subsidy of $11,791.50.  It was noted that over the six-year program, a total of 420 skaters have participated with a total subsidy of $84,034.50.

Stadiums Board Advertising


The Committee discussed performance concerns presented with respect to the current Stadium board advertising selling agreement.


The Committee recommends that Stadiums board advertising selling agreement be reviewed and a revised plan be put in place by September.

Summer Minor Sports and Recreation Program


The Director informed the Committee that all the regular Summer Student Grant applications have been submitted to the appropriate levels of Government.  The Director requested that the rate of pay for the 2006 student jobs be increased to attract more students.


The Committee recommends that the student job rates be increased at an appropriate level as determined by the Director.

Call for Expressions of Interest 2008 NL Summer & 2010 NL Winter Games


The Committee discussed correspondence with respect to submitting a bid to host the 2008 NL Summer and 2010 NL Winter Games.


The Committee recommends that the Town submit a bid for the 2010 NL Winter Games.

Rotary Park Project


The Committee discussed a memorandum from the Director concerning the Rotary Park Project.  The Committee also reviewed the 2003 Rotary Park proposal which was previously approved by Council.


The Committee recommends that a meeting be held with the Rotary Park Committee to discuss the Park Project.

SPN Softball Championships


The Director presented a list of four (4) 2006 SPN Slo-Pitch Softball Provincial Championships which the Town were awarded.  It was noted that there is increased competition to host SPN Slo-Pitch Softball Tournaments from the Avalon area.

NLP\RA Annual General Meeting & Conference Bid


The Director informed the Committee that the Town has been awarded the 2008 Newfoundland and Labrador Parks and Recreation Association’s Annual General Meeting and Conference.

Correspondence – Royal Canadian Legion, Branch No. 12


The Committee discussed correspondence received from the Royal Canadian Legion, Branch No. 12 with respect to Town services required on June 25th and preparation and Memorial Grounds concerns.


The Committee recommends approval of the Town services requested and also that staff meet with the Royal Canadian Legion representative to discuss the Memorial Grounds concerns.

Correspondence – Horse Show Request


The Committee discussed correspondence from a citizen requesting that the Town provide assistance with preparation of a proposed Horse Show, a site to hold the event and financial assistance with respect to judge fees.  


The Committee recommends that a meeting be held with the Horse Show representative within the next few weeks.

Correspondence – Relay for Life


The Committee discussed correspondence from the Canadian Cancer Society to use the Joe Byrne Memorial Stadium on May 27th, 2006 for the Relay for Life.


The Committee recommends that this request be approved and the Town will contribute $2,300.00 to cover the building daily rental cost and two (2) utility mens’ wages.  Any additional costs or services required will be the groups responsibility.

Facility Operations and Capital Concerns


The Committee discussed facilities operations and capital for future projects.


The committee recommends that list of possible Facilities Capital Projects be compiled for future discussion.

Computer Recycling Request


The Committee discussed correspondence from the EXCITE Corporation with respect to using the old Parks and Recreation Depot for a Computer Recycling Program.


The Committee recommends that this request be approved.

Correspondence – 5th Grand Falls Beavers


The Committee discussed correspondence from the 5th Grand Falls Beavers requesting the Windsor Stadium to host a Beaveree on June 10th, 2006.


The Committee recommends that this request be approved.

Correspondence – Exploits Valley Minor Hockey Association


The Committee discussed correspondence referred from the Economic Development and Tourism Committee with a request to open the Windsor Stadium by November 15th next season.


The Committee recommends that a meeting be held with the incoming EVMHA Executive to discuss this matter and any other concerns presented in the correspondence.

Miss Exploits Valley High\Miss Grand Falls-Windsor Pageant


The Committee discussed the successful Miss Exploits Valley High\Miss Grand Falls-Windsor Pageant held on April 7th, 2006 at Exploits Valley High.  The Town was co-sponsor of the event.


The Committee would like to congratulate Ms. Kayla Saunders who was crowned Miss Exploits Valley High\Miss Grand Falls-Windsor Pageant and also congratulates all the participants and organizers.

Finance and Administration


The following report was presented by Councillor Eisenhauer-O’Reilly.

Taxation – Collection


The Committee reviewed the collections for March 31st, 2006.  Total taxation receivables have increased by 10% ($345,000) from March 31st, 

2005.  A number of accounts which are normally paid by the discount date have not been received yet.  


The Committee recommends that these accounts be contacted and future results monitored.  Poll tax revenue is $31,000 compared to $60,000 in 2005.  Staff will continue to follow up on outstanding accounts to improve these collection rates.

Labour Report


The Committee reviewed the labour report as of week 13.  Results are in line with budgeted amounts.

Pension Request


A request was received from a staff member to include on-call pay and sick pay in pensionable earnings. 


The Committee recommended that this request be denied.

Tax Exemption Request


A request for taxation exemption was received by the Committee concerning a property development.


The Committee recommends that this request be denied.

Community Requests


A number of requests were received from community groups as follows:-

· Glass Slipper Dancers 

The Committee recommends that this group apply to the Recreation

Department under Community Programs for possible funding.

· Auto Club

The Committee recommends that the Town provide them with items to be used in their loot bags.

· Holy Trinity Centennial

This request is being dealt with by the Public Works and Planning Committee.

· Horse Show

This request is being dealt with by the Parks, Recreation and Special Events Committee.

· Keyin College

A request was received for a student conference to be held in Quebec City.  The Committee recommends that this request be denied.

Government Finance Purchasing Officers Association


The Committee reviewed the agenda for an upcoming Conference held by the Government Finance Purchasing Officers Association. 


The Committee recommends that the Director of Finance and the IT Administrator\Accountant attend this Conference.  Particular note was made with regard to the sessions on performance measurements, balanced score card approach, pension and benefits and reporting to stakeholders.

EXCITE Switch Application


The Committee reviewed the estimated costs and benefits associated with the proposed switch for the EXCITE Centre.  Total cost for this project is approximately $450,000 of which Council’s share would be $90,000.  Council’s share would be recovered in the form of increased rental charges.  The Committee noted the need for this investment in order to help sustain the operation of the EXCITE Centre.  


The Committee recommends that the municipal share of funding for this project be approved and that staff pursue funding from Government Agencies.

Salmon Festival


The following report was presented by Deputy Mayor Sullivan.

Patron


The Committee discussed the patron for the 2006 Salmon 

Festival.



The Committee recommends that staff make contact and report back to the Committee.

Lineup


The Committee reviewed the talent lineup for this years concert and recommends that staff continue to work towards finalizing other acts that might be suitable for this years Festival.

Media


The Committee set the date of April 24th, 2006 to receive media proposals for the 2006 Salmon Festival.

Correspondence – Green Machine


The Committee received correspondence from the Green Machine for Newfie Night.  


The Committee recommends that a meeting be scheduled with this group to discuss the 2006 Salmon Festival.

Sunday Night Inter-Denominational Group


Correspondence was received from the Evangel Pentecostal Tabernacle requesting permission to hold a gospel concert on Sunday evening, July 16th, 2006. 


The Committee recommends that this be approved and that the Director of Parks and Recreation meet with this group to work out details.

Brochure


The Economic Development Officer requested that the Committee increase the number of brochures to be printed for earlier and wider distribution.


The Committee recommends that a cost analysis be prepared for consideration at a future meeting.

Be it resolved that this report would be adopted as circulated.  This motion carried by a vote of 6-0.

Public Works and Planning


The following report was presented by Councillor Eisenhauer-O’Reilly.

Renovations to Exploits Valley High


The Committee discussed several concerns raised by Councillor Finn with respect to the Greenwood School development.


The Committee recommends staff review the document in detail, as is done with all developments, considering Councillor Finn’s inquiries.


Comments on the points raised by Councillor Finn are as follows:-

1. Traffic Flow – On school grounds, staff prefer traffic flow in one 

direction for safety of children.

2. Parking Spaces – The requirements as per Town Regulations are met

(2 spaces per classroom).

3. School Board is not required to have neighbours comment on the

development.  The plans are at the school for those who would want to

view and give their comment to the Principal.

4. Site plan will be part of the plans we would require.  Phasing of the 

project will be discussed.

5. Vacant Schools – The Committee recommends that the Mayor write

Randell Mercer and suggest that when they decide what schools will become vacant and associated time lines, contact be made with Council to discuss option for disposal and whether the Town would have interest in taking ownership.

Snow Removal – Cul-de-Sacs


The Committee discussed this in detail.  The Committee recommends existing policy of removing snow when necessary, be maintained.  Staff will widen roadway in cul-de-sacs with blower or loader with wing and plow to prevent excess piling of snow in center, which creates a possible safety hazard.  With increased costs for fuel, parts, labour, etc… snow removal from these areas will be limited.

Subway Development – Cromer Avenue


The Committee discussed this proposed development and concerns raised.


The Committee recognizes that development standards\regulations have been met but there are a couple of issues that will need to be monitored.


The Committee recommends that approval for the development be approved with the following conditions:-

1. If traffic flow in this area becomes a problem, consideration will be 

entertained by Council to restrict traffic to right turn only exiting the Subway site.  

2. If use of adjacent commercial lot by Subway patrons is an issue, a barrier

will have to be constructed at Subway’s expense to restrict this practice.  This will be decided by Council.

Year End Report


The Committee reviewed the year end report.  Staff discussed the process and the fact that data collection and standard measurement is critical for comparison purposes.  Modifications have been made and another year documentation is required for true comparison of several tasks.


The Committee recommends approval and felt the document is very useful.  It gives concise, easy to follow summary and quantifies activities by the Engineering and Works Department.  The Committee also suggested that items in this report, as well as others, should be included in the Town Crier as “Did you know?” facts related to the Town activities.

Tower – Family Practice Clinic


The Committee reviewed this issue again and recommends the site (west end of the building near staff entrance) as proposed by Central Health be rejected.


The Committee did discuss the alternatives and is prepared to recommend the site at the rear of their building (between Family Practices 

and building fronting on Lincoln Road).  The Committee did express concern with liabilities associated with the tower.  Any and all liabilities will be the responsibility of Family Practice or Central Health.  All necessary safety devices, such as anti-climbing, must be installed when tower is erected.

Correspondence – Pat Melvin


The Committee discussed the correspondence from Mr. Melvin and recommends the previous decision denying the granting or sale of this property be upheld.  This easement provides access to a large parcel of open space at the rear of these residential properties and ownership must be retained with the Town.

Correspondence – Holy Trinity Centennial Committee


The Committee discussed the request from Holy Trinity Centennial Committee for use of the Arch for their 2007 Celebration.  Staff will meet with the Committee to discuss their intent and actual expectations from the Town and report back to the Committee.

Correspondence – Garry Hayley


The Committee discussed the request from Mr. Hayley for an extension to the present offer to purchase beyond the set date of June 30th, 2006.


The Committee recommends that no extension be granted at this time.  If Mr. Hayley has not started construction by June 30th, 2006 and there is no other person interested in developing the land immediately, then the committee will consider an appropriate extension to the present arrangement.  The Committee reiterated that Council’s intent is not to just sell land but to see the land developed as quickly as possible.

Salvage Dealer’s License – Norman Freake


The Committee recommends approval of the Salvage Dealer License renewal for Mr. Freake.

Correspondence – Linda Bannister, #2 Rosedale Avenue


The Committee discussed correspondence from Ms. Bannister requesting compensation for damages to her fence.


The Committee recommends that the present policy be maintained.  Any fences that are not marked and are damaged will not be repaired.  Staff will forward a copy of the policy to Ms. Bannister.  The issue of snow being blown against her front door is not acceptable and would only happen if the operator did not direct the chute appropriately and is certainly not intentional.  If it happens in the future, Ms. Bannister should contact our Public Works Department and the necessary corrective measures will be taken.

Request for Back Land - #39A Snow Crescent


The Committee discussed the request for back land and recommends approval.  The land is to be sold as per Council policy.

Discretionary Use - #448 Grenfell Heights


The Committee discussed the Discretionary Use for a barn to house two (2) horses at #448 Grenfell Heights.  This was advertised and sent to adjacent property owners and no objections were received.


The Committee recommends approval of this request.

Development Request – Darren Sampson, #97 Main Street


Mr. Sampson has requested an extension at the rear of his house and due to insufficient land staff denied the requested and he asked Chairperson Eisenhauer-O’Reilly to address his issue through the Committee.


The Committee recommends the request be denied for the rear of the property due to space limitations.  Staff will meet with the Sampson’s to discuss possible options for their proposed extension.

Be it resolved that this report would be adopted as circulated with the noted amendment to the Subway development.  This motion carried by a vote of 6-0.

Be it resolved that the permit for Subway include the erection of a barrier between their lot and the neighbouring business.  This motion carried by a vote of 5-1 with Councillor Finn voting Nay.


Councillor King expressed concern that the application from extra land for #97 Main Street was denied.

Be it resolved that the motion be amended to permit #97 Main Street to be extended at its rear boundary.  This motion carried by a vote of 6-0.

Exploits Regional Services Board


The following report was presented by Councillor Finn.

Adoption of Minutes


It was moved by Josephine Budgell, seconded Darren Finn to accept the Minutes from February 13th, 2006.  The motion carried.

Business Arising


The Operations Manager presented chlorine residuals taken by each municipality.


It was noted that prices for leak detection equipment has not been brought to the meetings to-date.  The Operations Manager stated that prices would be brought to the next Exploits Regional Services Board meeting.

Disbursement Report


It was moved by Darren Finn, seconded Nancy Stewart that the disbursement report by accepted.  The motion carried.

Operations Report


The Board reviewed the Operations Report as presented.  Highlights of the report are as follows:-


All water reports presented showed water produced met drinking water guidelines.  It was noted that for the next meeting the Operations Manager would have comparisons of water consumption for previous years.


It was noted that refrigerator magnets with outdoor water conservation regulations and lawn watering be purchased for all municipalities.


The Operations Manager brought forth a request for upgrading and servicing of the chlorination equipment at a cost of $8,650.00 plus HST.  It was recommended that the Operations Manager check the equipment in Botwood for compatibility with the Water Treatment Plant’s equipment.


The Town Engineer from Grand Falls-Windsor submitted a letter to the Operations Manager for considering student employment.  At this time, there is nothing in the Exploits Regional Services Board’s budget for student employment, however, it was recommended that the Operations Manager pursue all avenues of funding and submit a report for the next meeting.


The Operations Manager submitted a request for him to do an Instrumentation Course at a cost of $1,215.  Since training has been approved in the budget, permission was granted.


The Exploits Regional Services Board reviewed the topic of tipping fees at the landfill for loads containing corrugated cardboard and felt it would review the matter once the residential recycling program started.


The Operations Manager received a request for Newco Metals to purchase scrap metal from the Exploits Regional Services Board.  It was recommended that the Exploits Regional Services Board tender for proposals for the removal of scrap metal from the landfill.

New Business


Multi-Materials Stewardship Board stated that they might be favourable for the purchase of a garbage truck to service a curbside program for the entire Exploits Regional Services Board region.  The Town Engineer from Grand Falls-Windsor will handle the details.


The Town Manager from Grand Falls-Windsor will be rewriting the Terms of Reference for the Exploits Regional Services Board and will present a draft for the next meeting.


The Town of Peterview questioned whether backyard swimming pools were covered under the Water Conservation Regulations.  It was noted that they were not covered.


Darren Finn questioned about the hiring of a fourth Operator at the Water Treatment Plant.  Management stated that the necessity of a fourth Operator would be reviewed once peak flows during the summer were reached.


The Town Manager from Botwood asked if any municipalities have received complaints of commercial water filters that were plugging faster than before the utilizing of water from the Water Treatment Plant.  It was noted that with the improved water quality, that there were no such complaints.


The Chair commented that Mr. Andy Barker had contacted him regarding urinals at the Windsor Stadium that were constantly running water.  The Town Manager from Grand Falls-Windsor stated that to his knowledge this has been rectified.


The next meeting will be held at 7:00 P.M., Monday, June 5th at Botwood.

Adjournment


It was moved by Nancy Stewart, seconded by Josephine Budgell that the meeting adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:35 P.M.
